SAYAMAIKE MUSEUM

Designed by renowned architect Tadao Ando, the museum is an architectural innovation built at
the site of the Sayamaike pond, nearly 15 meters under the river. This minimalist structure
showcases the brilliant use of simple raw materials, the play of light and open spaces and the use
of natural elements, primarily water in the design. Ando believed that instead of creating new
things we should take good care of the architecture that exists in the built environment and this
is evident in the design of the museum.

INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE
CENTER, KYOTO

To symbolize Japan's tradition and modernity, architect Sachio Otani incorporated triangular
shapes, inspired by Mount Hiei and Japanese pagodas. The design features a hexagonal pattern
with trapezoidal walls and pillars, minimizing environmental impact while maximizing floor
space. The building emphasizes lobbies and lounges, occupying 70% of the area, and offering
scenic views through large windows. This fusion of tradition and innovation showcased Japan's
identity on a global scale,
